PROPOSED LORRY RESTRICTIONS TRAFFIC REGULATION ORDER 2017 FOR THE BRAISHFIELD AND KING’S SOMBORNE AREA – STATUTORY PUBLIC CONSULTATION
You may be aware a Planning Inspector agreed that the owner of Forest Extra in Up Somborne should contribute towards the cost of a Traffic Regulation Order in an attempt to better control the route lorries take going to and from the site. 

This requirement has been combined with other concerns expressed locally about the inappropriate use of certain roads by lorries. The local Borough and County Members have agreed to proceed on the basis of two types of restriction, specifically a width restriction for some of the roads which excludes through lorry movement but allows access to adjacent land and premises and a weight restriction for other roads which does the same with the addition of allowing through movements by agricultural vehicles.

The proposals will be exhibited at the Former Magistrates Court during normal opening hours from Friday, 13 January to Friday, 3 February inclusive. During this time the material will also be on the TVBC website http://www.testvalley.gov.uk/lorryrestrictions and available from the QR code below.

In addition, on Tuesday, 17th January and Wednesday, 18th January, engineers will be present to answer questions between 3pm and 7pm.

At this stage, Test Valley Borough Council can only reduce a restriction; it is not possible to increase a restriction. 

It is important for as many comments as possible to be received so please view the proposals in the most convenient way to yourself and let Test Valley Borough Council have your comments ideally via one of the electronic methods available.
