Farm, the allocation of sports facilities is nohi@wable without the housing and therefore the
Plan is unworkable.

d) Tree Preservation Order
It was noted that a Tree Preservation Order has pteed on three oak trees on the northern
boundary of the proposed affordable housing site.

e) Affordable Housing
The affordable housing application will be discuks¢ the Southern Area Planning Meeting on
Tuesday 11th March at 5.30pm in the Crosfield Hdtlis the first item on the agenda. Mike
Prince will be speaking on behalf of the Parish i@auand the Clerk was asked to notify TVBC
Administration of this.

Jackie Evans of Test Valley Housing has been itambnvith Mike Prince over who occupies any
property if it cannot be filled by anyone with aaishfield connection. Should this be the case,
then those with a connection with adjacent Parigidise following order will be offered a place:
Ampfield, Mottisfont, Kings Somborne and Awbridge.

It was noted that, if approved, Section 106 mon#lyb& allocated as follows: £11,400 for Sports
and Recreation, £26,500 for Highways and £4,50Cfoldren’s Play Space.

REPORT OF BOROUGH COUNCILLOR
Martin Hatley said that the Borough Local Plan adtaion ends on Friday 7th March. Proposals
for Church Street in Romsey are also out for caatioh.

He hoped that the email updates on the floodingehaeen useful and said that TVBC has
provided 80000 sandbags during the flooding crisis.

Brandon Lewis MP in the DCLG has commented thatglaning law relating to gypsy and
traveller sites is unfair. However, the Timsburye swas dismissed on appeal, somewhat
surprisingly, but the Ampfield site will doubtlebs considered again as the last application failed
on a technicality. It is expected there will beaguplication for a site opposite the Potter's Heron

He also enquired about the figure of 20% rathen #@%6 for affordable housing at the proposed
Ganger Farm site. Martin Hatley said that TVBCigolis up to 40% and that the applicant's
agent has proposed the lower figure of 20% in otddre able to provide recreational facilities.
With a figure of 40%, 350 houses at Ganger Farmlavba required, instead of the proposed 275.

Richard Brazier referred to the 26 page TVBC reparthe Braishfield affordable housing which
recommends approval. He said the Braishfield yédlaAssociation will be objecting to the
application on grounds of design and being contiathe Village Design Statement.
